Report on the Manuscripts at New College Iibrary
Univeraity of Edinburgh

New College Library house the theological library of the University of Edin-
burgh. A small collection of manuseripts is housed there and a major col=-
lection of papers relating to Thomas Chalmers, the great nineteenth century
presbyterian clergyman (for his career see Steart J. Brown, Thomas Chalmers
and the Godly Commonwesalth. Cxford, 1982), much of which is based on docu-
ments from this collection. Manuscripis at New College are indexed using a
series of individual slips in loose-leaf binders similar to the principal
University of Zdinburgh catalogue of manuscripts. A separate, and highly
professional, catalogue for the Chalmers Papers is available.

Chalmers Papers.
This collection is indexed down to item level by correspondent. The collec~-
tion dates from the nineteenth century, so a sustained search of the index
(which in in 43 small loose leaf binders) wes not undertaken, though entries
for Sinclair and Crawford (both Payetteville presbyterian clergymen from
Scotland) were checked.

Some time ago James Macdonald, a native North Carclinian registered
as & Ph.D. candidate with the School of Scottish Studies at the University
of Edinburgh, had advised the researcher that a letter from Colin ¥cIver,
presbyterian minister at Fayeiteville, North Carolina, to Thomas Chalmers
w28 located in the Chalmers collecticn, and referred the resesrcher to Dallas
L. Jones II, 'The Background and Motives of Scottish Emigration to the Uni-
ted States of America in the Period 1815-1861, with special reference to emi-
grant correspondence (University of Edinburgh Ph.D. thesis, 1970).
